There are home study courses, essays,
affidavits and exams that need to be taken. The hardest part is getting the affidavits, so  would
like to explain how many of you can help with making that easier. Example: if you have a
headache or some other physical discomfort before you sit in the healing chair, and you are
relieved of that discomfortty ou may f il |l out an affidavit, desc
just a simple form, sign it and have one of the Pastors, and or a board member sign it and you're
all set. This also goes for the Mediums, if there is any continuity of life in the message from spirit,
someone you recognize as a loved one or friend who has crossed over, you fill out an affidavit for
the Mediumship. They need to send in six, but twelve is better, from different people, as
someti mes National doesn’t accept them.

Membership

If you have been coming to our church and feel as you would like to become a member, or would

like more information on becoming a member, ask for a membership application from any board

member or our Pastors. There is a process in becoming a member that will be explained to you at
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the time you ask for a membership application. Why become a member? Your opinion is very
important to us, and after being a member for three months you are able to vote.

Pioneers of Spiritualism

The work of our pioneers is a monument to Spiritualism. Their unfaltering footsteps, their
unwavering courage and strength have laid the foundation for Modern Spiritualism. What a
happy reunion of all of these workers in the Spirit World! Their counsel and guidance continues,
for their interest and loyalty to the Cause never wanes.

Harrison D. Barrett

Harrison D. Barrett was born on April 26th, 1863 or 1864 (depending on the information you are
looking at) to Lucetta and Levi Barrett, in Canaan, Maine. He had five sisters; Ivaletta, Lucille,
Viola, Lucetta, and Ollie. He attended Bloomfield Academy and Lewiston High School. The college
that he graduated from was the Meadville Unitarian Theological seminary in Pennsylvania in
1889.

Although Mr. Barrett was now an ordained Unitarian Minister, he found himself unable to
resolve the conflict of religious concepts that faced him. He had been interested in Spiritualism
since the age of seventeen, and in his mind it was impossible to reconcile the religion of
Spiritualism with the beliefs of the Unitarian Church. He felt that the best way to solve the
problem was to leave them both. He did so, and resumed his teaching career in public schools.

Then his sister “O0OlIlie” pass gidvedtseverely.ptiwasatthisat t h
time that he had heard several raps. He call ed
knew Ollie still lived. He became a dedicated Spiritualist from that day forth.

On October 13th, 1897 Harrison married Margarite Coffyn. At that time he was also Editor of the
Spiritualist paper, The “Banner of Hatrigphdaind and |
his wife had two children: one daughter passed at an early age and is buried at Camp Etna, and

one son.

Mr . Barrett’s mediumship unfolded at camp Etna,
Camp Etna and was a welcome worker at all the early camps. He was an excellent platform

worker; presenting a pleasing voice and an analytical mind that his audiences seemed never to

tire of. It has been told how he would walk the twenty-five miles from Canaan to Camp Etna,

barefoot, with his shoes over his shoulders in order to present himself polished and prepared for

his appointment with Spirit. His wonderful mediumship and his deep resonant voice made him a

splendid missionary and he traveled all over the United States many times without funds and

with cardboard in his own shoes.



Mr. Barrett was a writer as well as a speaker and worker for Spiritualism. His best known book,

“Pant heistic I dealism” expresses beautifully hi
of “The Life and Work of Cora L.V. Richmond, "
“Cassaldta'gsa ..Hi st or y a&ewhs khotwisas alne@of nharked gharacter,

possessed with intense nervous energy and intellect, but with a lack of poise. He was said to be

delicate as a woman and that he had all of the refinement of that sex, combined with tremendous

amount of masculine energy, He was an orator, poet and politician combined. He was also a

democratic candidate for the Massachusetts General Court 1900 in the Seventh Norfolk County

district (as a side bar: Mr. Barrett ran a good race but was defeated by the republican majority in

his district.) He was also one of the candidates for the State Senate from Somerset County here in

Maine.

In 1893, Mr. Barrett helped form the National Spiritualist Association of Churches. At about this
same time, he gained a national reputation when he came to the aid of a Spiritualist on trial for
practicing wichcraft or fortune telling. In court a judge told Mr. Barrett that if he could prove to
him that Spiritualism was a true religion, that if he had a creed or definite form of religious
organization, that it might be possible to free the woman. Mr. Barrett immediately asked for a
recess of the court.

In the ante-room he wrote the first three declarations of our Principles. These became the
fundamental statements of our beliefs as an organization. Because of this quick action on his
part, the medium was released and a new religious organization was born. As president of the
newly formed organization, Mr. Barrett not only encouraged the establishment of of a nation
religious body of Spiritualists, but expressed the thought that mediums should have a federal
charter for their protection.

For a number of years, Harrison and Margatite made their home in Boston, but they spent the
latter part of their lives together in California. Margarite passed to spirit while in California, at
about 1909. A few months later, Harrison returned to his early home, here in Canaan. Mr Barrett
seemed to be plagued with illness for much of his life. For two years, while in Oregon, he was so
ill that he deemed himself an invalid and was cared for by Mr. and Mrs. Pippy. After an illness of
fourteen months, at the age of forty-seven, on January 11th or 12th ( again depending upon which
piece of history your looking at), in 1911, Me. Harrison D. Barrett passed to the Spirit World, and

his earthly remains were burried here in Canaat

passing, Mr . Barrett wrote: “To all who may Kknit

urge the men and women of the nationto see to it that they possess thenselves of sound health by
building strong bodies and clear analytical minds; or anything appertaining thereto, for with

and stubborn man. In his will, he remarked about the manuscript that he passed out in triplicate
(one to his mother, and the two others to close friends) giving specific instructions on how to
handle his funeral arrangements and service. It stated who was to conduct the service, who
would lead the singing, and what songs were to be sung. The gold chain and pocket watch that
you may have seen him pictured with, was given to him by his Uncle Harrison, his namesake,



whom he dearly loved. Mr. Barrett also possesed and bequeathed an onyx ring with fourteen
